


Nature Day Camp is a tax-deductible child 
care expense for working parents. 
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          Your child will have fun and learn while 
exploring the wonders of nature by playing 
games, hiking, meeting the live animals, ex-
ploring the river and forest, listening to stories, 
making crafts, creating a journal, and role-
playing!  
     A professional environmental educator and 
assistants lead your child in joyous discoveries 
in a natural environment. 
          Each week the activities and lessons are 
based on a different themes, and children may 
attend as many weeks as desired. Only the fa-
vorite activities such as visiting the river and 
the “flood” game are repeated. Group size is 
limited to 14. 
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          Students entering 7th-12th grades can 
gain valuable experience and learn new skills 
all while having fun! Each session two assis-
tants help the staff set up activities, lead 
games, straighten and clean up after activities, 
and keep the campers safe. CITs also make 
the crafts, and explore with the campers. 
          CITs gain practical experience working 
with children, are introduced to age-
appropriate learning, experience a leadership 
role, and learn more about the natural topics 
they love. An eleven day commitment is re-
quired which includes one training session and 
two weeks of camp as a CIT. CITs may volun-
teer for additional week. The training session is 
Friday, June 11 from 10:30 am to 4 pm. Emer-
gency situations, an introduction to age-
appropriate activities, daily routines, locating 
supplies, hiking some of the trails, and the fa-
vorite games and activities used all summer 
will be covered. At the end of each week the 
CIT will receive written and verbal evaluations 
to help them improve for the second week. At 
the end of the second week a certificate of 
completion will be awarded.  The program fee 
is $100 for the entire program. 

          Two age groups meet at the same 
time.  Younger children—pre-k, 4 year olds, 
through first graders—observe, explore, and 
learn about concrete objects with their 
senses.  Older children have fun learning 
about concepts. They conduct hands-on re-
search and perform experiments as they in-
vestigate soils, wetlands, food chains, river 
and forest ecology, habitats, geology, natural 
resources, and endangered species as they 
relate to the weekly theme.   
           All children bring a snack and a refilla-
ble water bottle. Children attending full-day 
sessions also bring a bag lunch. Peanuts are 
banned. Re-useable containers are strongly 
encouraged.

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Discovery hikes, games, crafts, role-playing, puppets, and explorations fill each week. Children 
may attend half-days or full days at camp. Between 12 pm and 1 pm children will eat lunch and 
have supervised play time. An environmental education specialist plans the activities and guides a 
maximum of 14 children with the assistance of Counselors-In-Trailing.

Most weeks of Nature 
Day Camp will be held here.

Countryside Conservancy’s “gorge-ous” 
preserve along the South Branch of the Tunk-
hannock Creek in Factoryville.  

The location has wooded trails, open 
fields, a pavilion, and access to the creek. 
LRG is 10 miles from Clarks Summit and 7 
miles east of Tunkhannock.
