We offer a low student-teacher 
ratio and excellent facilities.  
 A professional environmental educator and 
assistants lead your child in joyous discoveries 
in a natural environment. 
          Each week the activities and lessons are 
based on different themes, and children may 
attend as many weeks as desired. Only the 
favorite activities such as visiting the river and 
the ñfloodò game are repeated. Group size is 
limited to 14. 
 

Age Groups  
         Two age groups meet at the same time.  
Younger childrenðpre-K (4 year olds) through 
first gradersðexplore and learn about con-
crete objects with their senses. These ses-
sions run from 9 am to noon with two afternoon 
sessions added at Keystone College. 
 Older children have fun learning about 
concepts and exploring. They conduct hands-
on research and perform experiments as they 
investigate soils, wetlands, food chains, river 
and forest ecology, habitats, geology, natural 
resources, and endangered species relating to 
the weekly theme. These sessions run from  
9 am to 3 pm. 
 

What to Bring    

 All children bring a snack and a refilla-
ble water bottle, wear sturdy shoes and need a 
pair of water shoes or old sneakers to wade in 
the river or creek. Children attending full-day 
sessions also bring a bag lunch. Peanuts are 
banned. Re-useable containers are strongly 
encouraged.  

Counselors -In -Training 

(CIT) Program  

 Students entering 7th-12th grades can 
gain valuable experience and learn new skills 
all while having fun! In each session, two as-
sistants help the staff lead games, setup activi-
ties, straighten and cleanup after activities, and 
assist in keeping the campers safe. CITs also 
make their own craft projects and explore with 
the campers. 
 CITs gain practical experience working 
with children, are introduced to age-
appropriate learning, experience a leadership 
role, and learn more about the natural topics 
they love. An eleven-day commitment is re-
quired which includes one training session and 
two weeks of camp. CITs may volunteer for 
additional weeks. The training session is 
Wednesday, June 15 from 10:30 am to 4 pm. 
An introduction to activities, daily routines, lo-
cating supplies, hiking some of the trails, emer-
gency situations, and camp favorites used all 
summer will be covered. At the end of each 
week the CITs will receive written and oral 
evaluations to help them improve for the sec-
ond week. At the end of the second week a 
certificate of completion will be awarded. 
 The program fee is $100. Applications 
are available at www.EMNConline.org or by 
calling 570-836-3835.

Lackawanna. EMNC maintains 11 miles of 
trails along the Susquehanna River, and 
through the forests and fields.  

Our mission encourages the preserva-
tion of natural environments by providing 
educational opportunities and recreational 
activities.  

Locations  

Camp Lackawanna (4.5 miles from Rte. 6) 

The EMNC leases a lodge and use of the 
grounds at Camp Lackawanna at 1309 Vos-
burg Road, Tunkhannock. Itôs closed to the 
public during camp. Most weeks of Nature 
Day Camp will be held here.  

 

Keystone College (on Rte. 6 & 11) 

Keystone has acres of forest along the 
South Branch of the Tunkhannock Creek in 
Factoryville. The location has wooded trails, 
lawns, and access to the creek. Keystone Col-
lege is located 8 miles north of Clarks Summit 
and 10 miles east of Tunkhannock.

Frequently Asked Questions  

Are background checks run on your staff? 

Yes, the environmental education special-
ists are required to have a background check. 
We use the same procedure as the public 
school districts. 

 

May I stay with my child? 

Yes, parents or a related adult may attend 
camp with a child. If you do stay with the 
group youôll be expected to assist the leader 
by helping to supervise all of the children. No 
one is to be alone with any child except their 
own family member.

Policies and Procedures  

The EMNC retains the right to change or 
cancel any programs as necessary. The 
EMNC staff may remove any child from Na-
ture Day Camp for inappropriate behavior, in 
which case no refund will be issued. 

 

Reservations and Payment 

A 50% deposit is required to register. The 
balance is due by May 1st. No phone registra-
tions. Registrants will receive a confirmation 
letter including directions and a list of items 
needed for day camp. Need-based scholar-
ships are available for families who qualify.  

 

Cancellations and Refunds 

The EMNC will honor requests for refunds 
14 days or more before the scheduled pro-
gram. Requests for refunds made less than 
14 days prior will be issued only if the open 
slot is filled. A $25 administrative fee will be 
withheld for each child withdrawn. 

Camp Lackawanna is owned and oper-
ated by the Presbytery of Lackawanna. 
They offer their own fun, faith-based sum-
mer programs and building rentals.
